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Article (1)

Definitions

In application of the provisions of these regulations, the following words, phrases, and terms
shall have the meanings assigned to them below:

The Ministry: The Ministry of Higher Education
The Minister: The Minister of Higher Education

The Bureau: The National Bureau for Academic Accreditation and Education Quality Assurance
of Education

The Scholarships and Grants Committee: A committee established by a ministerial decree,
headed by the Undersecretary of the Ministry, and composed of specialists from the Ministry of
Higher Education. It is responsible for implementing all decrees and regulations related to
Kuwaiti students sponsored to study abroad.

Cultural Office: An office operating under the authority of the Undersecretary of the Ministry,
responsible for overseeing the admission of Kuwaiti students to educational institutions abroad.
It supervises their financial and living conditions, monitors their academic progress in
coordination with those institutions, and fosters cultural relations with educational institutions,
research centers, and various cultural bodies and organizations in the host countries.

The Academic Committee: A committee established within the Cultural Office, operating under
the supervision of the Cultural Counselor or Cultural Attaché as president, and composed of
qualified members of the office. It is responsible for implementing all decrees and regulations
pertaining to Kuwaiti students studying abroad.

Scholarship: Sending or enrolling a Kuwaiti student in an educational institution outside the
State of Kuwait, based on the recommendation of the Bureau, to obtain the academic
qualification for which they were sponsored. This shall be carried out within the timeframe
specifted for the academic program and in accordance with the procedures and requirements set
forth in these regulations.
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Academic Grants: Annual academic seats offered by friendly and allied countries to Kuwaiti
students, in exchange for similar placements provided by the State of Kuwait to students from
those countries. These grants are established through cultural agreements between Kuwait and
the respective countries, as part of cultural exchange programs and international relations
initiatives.

Scholarship Plan: These are the academic seats announced by the Ministry of Higher Education
in various specializations offered abroad in coordination with the cultural offices. Kuwaiti students
who meet the admission requirements may apply to pursue their undergraduate degree according
to the needs of state institutions, the labor market, and the development plan.

Grant’s Plan: An annual announcement of academic placements offered by friendly and allied
countries to Kuwaiti students. Applicants who meet the admission requirements are selected based
on the highest average submitted.

Scholarship Student: A Kuwaiti student who is accepted into one of the Ministry’s scholarship
plans, or who has joins scholarship after meeting the scholarship conditions, and or children of
diplomats who are entitled to study abroad to obtain an academic degree.

Grant Student: A Kuwaiti student who has been accepted into one of the grant programs offered
by a friendly or allied country under a cultural exchange agreement, to obtain an academic
qualification.

Scholarship Country: The country where the educational institution is located to which the
Kuwaiti student is sponsored to pursue an academic degree.

The sponsoring Country: A country that offers academic admission to Kuwaiti students under a
cultural exchange agreement with the State of Kuwait.

Place of Study: It is where the educational institution is located and attended by Kuwaiti students
for studies or training.

The Educational Institution: The university or college outside the State of Kuwait where a
Kuwaiti student pursues studies to obtain the academic qualification for which he/ she was sent,
and which is listed among the institutions approved by the Bureau.

Merit Scholarship Programs: Scholarships awarded to Kuwaiti students who have obtained final
admission to a merit program of study or a merit institution in the country of study, both of which are listed
in the NBAAQ merit’s list.

Direct Scholarship Program: A Kuwaiti student who has obtained final acceptance from one of the
recommended educational institutions in one of the majors determined by the Ministry in one of the
countries, according to labor market needs.

Advanced Medicine Program: Kuwaiti students who have obtained an undergraduate degree in one of
the scientific majors (Engineering -Sciences- Allied Health Sciences- Pharmacy) to study medicine through
the (Graduate Entry) program, which requires a four-year bachelor’s degree in one of the scholarship
countries,

National Standardized Aptitude Tests: A set of tests designed to assess the readiness of Kuwaiti students
to pursue academic studies.

Equivalent GPA: The calculated and weighted GPA for the student based on their high school GPA and
the score obtained in the national standardized aptitude tests.

Study Plan: The accredited academic program in which the Kuwaiti student is enrolled. It consists of a
number of academic courses that the student must successfully complete within the designated duration of
the study program.

Academic Year: The start and end of study in a year, according to the academic system of the accredited
educational institution in the scholarship country, which is usually less than a calendar year. Study periods
are measured in academic years, and the students take transitional end of year examination at the end of
each academic year until graduation.
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Academic Semester: A defined period based on the academic system of the institution in which student is
enrolled, during which the student completes the required number of academic credits under the semester
system. In each semester, the student selects courses necessary for graduation until all degree requirements
are fulfilled. The academic year may follow a two-semester or three-semester system,

Foundation Year: The post-secondary academic stage that qualifics a student to continue his academic
studies.

Premiere Et Deuxieme Degree Diploma: A preparation for a student studying in France to obtain a third
level diploma or the admission to the undergrad studies.

Academic Study Phase: The period during which a Kuwaiti student studies specialized subjects at an
educational institution they are enrolled in, as recommended by the Burcau.

Study Load: The minimum and maximum number of courses a student may register for, depending on the
semester or annual system.

Semester GPA: The average grade or grade points a student earns after completing exams in academic
courses taken under a semester system.

Annual GPA: The average grade or grade points a student earns after completing exams over the course
of an academic year.

Final GPA: The average grade or grade points a student earns upon completing the entire academic
program and obtaining the qualification for which they were sponsored.

Annual passing: The number of academic courses a student completes in one academic year, based on the
semester or annual system.
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Academic Failure: The inability of a student to achieve the minimum academic load during the academic
stage in their designated major, or to attain the minimum GPA (annual/semester) required by the educational
institution.

Change of Major: A student changes his intended major to another major during the academic study.

Join Scholarship: The acceptance of a Kuwaiti student studying at their own expense, into the Ministry’s
scholarship or study grant program after meeting the eligibility requirements.

Scholarship Reinstatement: The re-acceptance of a Kuwaiti student who either withdrew after being
admitted or was dismissed from the scholarship or grant, after fulfilling the reinstatement requirements.

Scholarship Freeze: A temporary suspension of a scholarship or study grant.

Extension: Extending the duration of the scholarship or study grant.

Elective OPT: The students’ enrollment through a temporary work permit for 12 months after
graduation in an institution directly related to the student’s field of study, to refine and enhance the
student's practical skills and gain global experience by engaging in a real-world work environment.
Internship Course: A required course in the curriculum within the study plan of the major aims for
the student to enroll in field training at one of the institutions to gain practical experience by
linking academic knowledge with practical application.

Medical Leave: Temporary suspension of a student’s scholarship or grant based on a medical excuse
submitted at the student’s request, supported by a medical report approved by the authorized Entity in the
scholarship country or by the relevant authorities in the State of Kuwait.

Withdrawal: A student’s decision to discontinue their studies under scholarship or study grant.

Scholarship Cancelation: The cancellation of an accepted student’s scholarship or study grant due to
failure to complete the registration procedures within 60 days of announcing the results.
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Student Dismissal: Termination of a student’s scholarship or study grant due to repeated academic
failure, expulsion from the educational institution, or committing any of the violations stipulated in the
regulations.

Disciplinary warning: A warning is issued to the student due to violating regulations and rules in Kuwait
or any other country.

Academic warning: A warning is issued to the student due to a violation of the regulations and rules
governing the scholarship or grant, or in case of a drop in the GPA according to the system followed in
each of the scholarship’s countries.

Student Companion: The individual accompanying the student, limited to spouse (husband or wife) and
children who are Kuwailti nationals only, and those who are considered equivalent to them among the
citizens of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries.

Financial Allocations: Monthly financial disbursements provided for a scholarship or study grant student
in accordance with the applicable rules and regulations.

Tuition: financial dues to academic institutions for attending in an approved academic program.

Financial Allowances: Supplementary funds disbursed to the student to cover specific expenses, in
accordance with the applicable rules and regulations.

Debt: Amounts owed by the student for violating one of the provisions or conditions stipulated in the
applicable regulations.

Financial Claim: The recovery of the debt amount owed by the student as a result of a violation of one
of the provisions stipulated in the regulations.

Financial Claims Committee: A committee established by ministerial decree to review grievances and

complaints related to financial claims submitted by scholarship or study grant students or their legal
guardians.

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Article (2)
Requirements for Scholarship and Grant Student

1- Must be a citizen of Kuwait.
2- Must be at least (16) years old and not over (23) years old.

3- Must have a high school diploma according to requirements mentioned in Article (3) of the
Plan.

4- The percentage should not be less than the minimum required for acceptance into the
annual scholarship plan or the grant plan.

5- Must not have first college degree (Bachelor)

6- Should not have received a scholarship in Kuwait or study grant to obtain first college
degree (Bachelor) if he did not reimburse all expenses.

7- The student should not have received an external scholarship or grant that ended with
dismissal or withdrawal after enroliment in the host country.

8- The applicant must not combine the scholarship and the study grant at the same time.

9- Not employed by any governmental agencies.

10- Grant students should meet the conditions set by the sponsoring country.

11- Must achieve the required score in the IELTS, TOEFL, or placement tests determined by
the Ministry before joining the scholarship location within one calendar year from the date
of the scholarship results announcements, taking into consideration requirements
mentioned in the Ministry’s scholarship plans.

12- To provide the ministry with the high school diploma or its equivalency within sixty days
of the announcements of the Ministry’s scholarship or grant results.

13- The student and his/her guardian must sign a promissory note to abide by the scholarship
financial and academic regulations within 60 days from the date of the announcements
results of the scholarship or grant plans.
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Article (3)

Conditions of the Student’s High School Certificate

First- General Conditions:

1- The validity of the certificate shall not exceed two academic years from the date of
graduation, except for the British high school.

2- To hold a Kuwaiti General Secondary School Certificate, unified system, for both the
scientific and literary sections only, or equivalent secondary school certificates issued by
the Department of private Education at the Ministry of Education.

Second- British High School Conditions

1- Must at least pass minimum of (8) courses, of which (2) or more in (AS-Level) or Advance
(A-Level) and the rest in the normal level (IGSCE), within a maximum of 36 months from
the date of graduation. Courses earned within a longer period will not be considered.

2- Grades of courses (A-Level & AS-Level) are not counted in percentage.

3- The student is classified as a graduate of scientific high school when passing the following
subjects: (Math, Chemistry, Physics, Biology)

4- The student is classified as a graduate of literary high school when he/ she fails to pass
one of the scientific subjects mentioned in item (3) above.

5- Courses will be counted if the student earns (C) or above, with only one course that may
be counted with ( D grade) out of the eight required courses (AS-IGCSE) and according
to the conditions of educational institutions for some majors.

6- Percentage is calculated as follows for courses in (IGSCSE):

A*=100 A=95 B-85 C=75 D=65 - -

9=100 8=98 7=95 6=88 5=82 4=75 3=62
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7- The academic courses- (Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and the Quran) are not included
in the Ministry of Education’s official curriculum.

8- Nonacademic courses do not count (Music, Physical Education, Theater, Arts Education,
... etc.) unless student submits an official document issued by the school stating that it is
an academic course.

Third: American High Scheol Conditions:

1- Students are classified as a high school graduate from the scientific division when
passing the following courses: (Biology, Chemistry, Physics - Algebra 2, Calculus -Pre-
Calculus) during two regular academic semesters (not intensive semesters).

Fourth: (IB-DP) International Baccalaureate Conditions:

1- Must complete (12) academic years and submit the final certificate of the accredited
International Baccalaureate.

2- Successfully completing at least (6) International Baccalaureate courses.

3- Pass at least (3) courses (High Level).

4- Pass Math and English language courses within the required six courses.

5- Pass the theory knowledge (TOK) and the extended (EE) essay.

6- To consider the International Baccalaureate Diploma in Science, students must pass two
science courses from the following (Chemistry, Biology, Physics) and a course in Math.

Fifth-Saudi High School Conditions:

1- Provide a study sequence starting from first grade to the third secondary grade for Saudi
high school graduates.

2- Student who wishes to study in Saudi Arabia the percentage is calculated using the high
school average and the performance certificate for the aptitude and academic
achievement tests from the National Center for Measurement and Evaluation of the
Ministry of Higher Education in Saudi Arabia according to the following table below:

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Article (4):

Duties of the Scholarship and Grant Student

1- To hold a high level of good conduct throughout the study period inside and outside
educational institutions

2- To safeguard the country’s reputation abroad.

3- Diligence and hard work are the keys to success in all academic stages and to gaining

diverse experiences to transfer knowledge and the latest developments in modern science

to the country.

Respect the law and rules inside and outside the State of Kuwait and abide by the

immigration Jaws and rules of the scholarship country.

5- Abide by all decrees and regulations related to scholarship and study grants and
equivalency of academic certificates.

6- Abide by the policies and regulations of the university or college in which he/she is
admitted.

7- Abide by the rules mentioned in Article (6) regarding changing scholarship location.

8- Abide by the rules mentioned in Article (7) regarding changing educational institutions.

9- Abide by the rules mentioned in Article (8) regarding changing major.

10- Communication and coordination with the Ministry and the Cultural Office of the
scholarship location before joining and during the study phase to know one’s rights and
duties.

[1-Inform the Cultural Office if leaving the scholarship country during study, by submitting
an approval from his/her home educational institution.

12-Not to suspend or stop his’her enrollment and study unless reasons beyond the student
contro| presented and approved by the ministry.

13- Must commit to the specified duration of the study period of the scholarship major and
successfully pass all academic courses during the scholarship or grant duration.

14- Authorize the Cultural Office to review academic documents, records, and study reports
periodically in accordance with the academic system (annual or semesters) of the
educational institution to which the student is enrolled and as required by the periodic
follow-up of the student.

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15-The student must commit to providing the cultural office with the study plan at the
beginning of their academic studies, proof of enrollment for each semester, the official
grade report for the completed semester, and the results of exams at the end of each
semester or academic year. The student must also pledge to this and bear responsibility for
any delay in submitting the required documents,

16- Provide an explanation to the Cultural Office about weak academic performance that
resulted of issuing an academic warning within a month of receiving it.

17- Devote his/her time to the scholarship and not seek any employment during that period.
Upon recommendation from the Ministry, students can participate in training/internship
programs as long as it’s related to the student’s major and will not interfere with his/her
studies.

18- Update all personal data and communication means periodically and provide them to the
Cultural Office and the Ministry.

19- Completion of all personal, financial and legal obligations to official authorities, housing
in the scholarship location and the educational institutions that were enrolled during the
study period, in the event of graduation or changing scholarship location or withdrawal or
dismissal.

Article (5)

Academic Period

A student is allowed to study academically at the scholarship location according to the

following:

1- Commit to the duration of the study program for which the student is sent, as specified
in accordance with the study plan approved by the Cultural Office.

2- Must complete (27) credits successfully during the academic year in (Semester) system
or (42) credits in (Quarter) system or it’s equivalency at the academic institution he's
attending. these credits must be within the major study plan, a student who does not
complete the required number of credits must enroll in summer classes.

3- If the student's semester average falls below (2.00) or (50%) in the British system, or
its equivalent in other educational systems. an academic warning will be issued to the
student, taking into account Item (12) of Article (25) of the regulations as follows:

A- First academic warning, so that the student will raise his’her (GPA), the following
semester.

B- Second warning if the student continues with low GPA

C- The student will be dismissed after receiving (3) consecutive warnings or (4) non-
consecutive warnings.

D- May waive two warnings in case the student faces exceptional circumstances after
the approval of the Ministry.

E- May wave the academic warning for the third time to complete graduation
requirements according to the study system.

4- 1t the student fails to attend lectures without an acceptable excuse by the educational
institution, financial deduction will be applied on monthly salaries. according to Item
(I1) from Article (25) of the Plan.

5- Student is allowed to enroll in a Community College for two courses. as long as he/she
does not exceed 8 credits, if required and not offered by his main university. after the
approval of home university these credits will be counted toward the study plan.

6- Study one semester according to the semester system, and one academic year according
to the annual system outside the scholarship country if this is mandatory and is a
requirement for graduation after obtaining prior approval from the educational
institution in which he is registered and the Ministry.

7- Studying an elective semester abroad or joining a field training course during the
study period, after obtaining approval from the educational institution the student
is enrolled in and approval from the ministry, without the ministry bearing any
additional costs beyond the tuition fees,

8- ltis allowed for the student to undergo a training period in Kuwait after obtaining
approval from the academic institution and the Ministry per Item (9) first of Article
(25).

9- Studying 6 courses or a total of no more than 18 credit hours under the non-traditional
education system, provided that the following conditions are met
a- Must provide the Cultural Office with a detailed letter issued by the university

describing the course material and the study system.
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b- Obtain prior approval from the Ministry to enroll in the course he/she wishes to
register.

¢- The course must be in an approved educational institution provided that his home
educational institution approved it.

d- The following courses or the one similar will not be counted as non-traditional
courses:
-Bachelor’s degree courses:
(Senior design- Capstone Technical Skills- Word- Excell- PowerPoint)
- Master’s Degree’s courses:

(Research Thesis- Dissertation- Independent study- Senior

10- Registering courses at an accredited educational institution in the host country
after obtaining approval from the student's enrolled institution, provided that the
number of credit hours does not exceed the allowed limit at the enrolled
institution, and taking into account the overlap of course schedules, after
obtaining approval from the cultural office.

11- Registering for courses during the summer semester at an accredited public or
private educational institution within the State of Kuwait, or at one of the
recommended institutions abroad, after obtaining approval from the enrolled
institution, with the number of courses not exceeding two per semester
throughout the study period and maintaining a grade of at least '‘Good (C).

12- A student is to register in less than the approved study load at the educational
institution he is enrolled in. If it is a graduation requirement, the study load may be
reduced based on exceptional circumstances determined by the Ministry.

13- A student is not allowed to take any academic credits or exams by correspondence or
independent studies.

14- A student is not allowed to repeat subjects that were successfully passed with a grade
(good) or above or their equivalent in other systems.
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Article (6)
Repeating the Academic year

A student is allowed to repeat the academic year based on:

I- Repeat the preliminary year only in the same major if his/her attendance during the
academic year is not less than 65% or with percentage that will not violate the
Immigration laws in the hosting countries.

2- The academic year can be repeated maximum two times, and it should be counted within

the duration of the program.
3- If the student exceeds the maximum number of allowed repetitions, the scholarship or

grant will be suspended.

Article (7)

Changing scholarship countries

First- Student is allowed to change scholarship country according to the following:

1- The change may be made only once, taking into consideration the remaining duration of
the scholarship.

2- The desired major must be listed in the scholarship plan for the scholarship country in the
same academic year in which the student was accepted.

3- The student’s GPA must not be lower than the minimum announced percentage for the
major in the Ministry’s plan for the same academic year and the destination country.

4- Supporting documents for the change request must be submitted, and approval must be
obtained from the Ministry.

Second: Changing will take place in the following cases:

1- Delay in issuing an entry visa or renewal for more than three months,
2- The presence of a sibling in the country to which the transfer is requested.
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3- Accepted in one of the medical majors.
4- Accepted in one of the merit programs or one of the merit institutions.

Third: The grant student is not allowed to change the country assigned for study.

Article (8)

Changing Educational Institution

First: A scholarship student may request transfer to another educational institution within the
country of study after completing the foundation year or during the academic study period. in
accordance with the following conditions:

1- The student must obtain the Ministry’s approval before enrolling in the educational
institution to which the transfer is requested and must submit the supporting documents
for the transfer request.

2- The educational institution must be recommended by the NBAAQ, approved for
scholarship by the Ministry, and listed in the Ministry’s scholarship plan for the academic
year in which the student was accepted. as well as for subsequent years.

3- The expected period of study after the transfer must not be less than two semesters in a
semester-based system. three terms in a Quarter based system, or one academic year in an
annual system.

4- A student is allowed to change the educational institution up to two times during the
academic study period, taking into consideration the remaining duration of the
scholarship.

5- A Student is allowed to change for the third time in the following cases:

A) Obtaining an admission in one of the merit programs or from a merit institution listed
on the NBAAQ's list.

B) Transferring from an institution that was academically restricted.

C) Enrolling in (TOP UP YEAR) to obtain the degree.

Second: Grant student is not allowed to change the institution assigned for study.
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Article (9)
Change of Major

First: A scholarship student may request a change of major after completing the foundation year
or during the academic study period. in accordance with the following conditions:

I- Obtain an academic admission from an educational institution approved by NBAAQ with
a major included in the scholarship plan for the same academic year in which he was
accepted at the scholarship country.

2- Pass the academic requirements according to the academic system:

- Semester System: Pass minimum of (12) academic credits with cumulative GPA
(2.00) minimum.

- Annual System: complete the foundation year successfully or the first
successfully.

3- The change may be made only once, and only after actual enrollment and obtaining the
Ministry’s approval.

Second: Scholarship student is allowed to change major during academic study more than once.
if they have obtained an admission in one of the merit programs or transferring to merit
institutions more. change should not exceed two times.

Third: A scholarship student is allowed to change their major to one not listed in the Ministry’s
scholarship plan during the academic study phase, if accepted into a merit program or upon
transferring to a merit educational institution, provided that the change does not exceed two
times.

Four: Major is not allowed to change after passing half of the study plan in the intended major.

Fifth: A student is not allowed to change major before actual enrollment at the country of
scholarship.

Sixth: Grant student is not permitted to request a change of major unless approved by both the
granting educational institution and the Ministry.
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Article (10)

Suspension

First: Scholarship may be postponed to a maximum of one academic year in case the student fails
to obtain an entry visa or for medical reasons, as long as he/she provides a medical report
approved by the Ministry of Health, or for other exceptional circumstances accepted by the
Ministry, and the approval of the country granting the scholarship to grant student.

Second: Scholarship or grant student can be suspended based on the approval of the Ministry and
the country offering the grant, for a period not exceeding two academic years throughout the
duration of the study plan in the following cases:

1. A student who faces extreme circumstances require leaving the scholarship location must
submit a letter to the Cultural Office stating the reasons and the duration of his
suspension,

2. Ifthe student does not obtain academic admission due to reasons beyond their
control.

3. If the educational institution does not approve a re-take of the failing year and is unable
to find an admission in another educational institution.

4. [f the student fails and the educational institution requires them to be non-registered

student, attending only final exams, the scholarship will be suspended and then reinstated

two months before the exams.

If the student’s GPA declines and was suspended by the educational institution.

6. If the student is dismissed by the university and does not exhaust the Ministry’s academic
warnings.

7. If the original period of the scholarship or grant has ended and the student has exhausted
the extension period stated in Article (11), the scholarship will be suspended until
graduation for one academic year maximum,

8. Suspension period is not counted in the original duration of the scholarship or grant.

9. Change of major or education institution without obtaining the Ministry’s approval.

10. The absence of proof of enrollment or registration at the educational institution and
submission of this to the cultural office.

Third: Student is not allowed to suspend scholarship or grant before joining the scholarship
country.
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Article (11)

Extension of the Academic Period

First: An exiension request can be allowed to complete graduation requirements for a maximum
of two academic years throughout the duration of the study plan after the Ministry’s approval.

Second: The student’s scholarship or grant will not be extended if he does not pass the academic
credits or academic years equivalent to half (50%) of the study plan for the scholarship major at
the educational institution in which he is registered.

Third: Grant student must obtain prior approval from the educational institution he is enrolled in.

Article (12)

Student Dismissal

A student will be dismissed according to the following:

1) If he/she violates any of the Items mentioned in Article (2) and (4) of the plan.

2) Discontinuation or withdrawal from studies without reasons accepted by the ministry. for
a period not exceeding one academic year.

3) A decree for scholarship or grant suspension is issued and no academic admission has
been obtained during the suspended year as stated in Article (10) of regulation.

4) A decree for scholarship suspension is issued until graduation if the student did not
complete graduation requirements within one academic year.

5) Ifthe student is guilty and charged in a case violates honor or any other crime by the
competent authority in Kuwait or any other country.

6) If he/she fails two consecutive or separate years in majors where the study period is four
years at most.

7) 1f he/she fails two consecutive or three separate years in majors the study period is more
than four years.

8) Ifastudent receives three consecutive warnings or four non- consecutive academic
warnings in the semester or a Yearly GPA. according to the study system.

9) If a student receives two disciplinary warnings.
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Article (13)

Cancelation

First: A student’s scholarship or grant will be canceled based on the following:

I. Failure to compiete registration procedures within sixty days of the announcement of the
admission results.

2. Failure to enroll in the educational institution after completing the scholarship or grant
procedures within a maximum period of one academic year.

. Failure to achieve the required score in [ELTS or TOEFL according to item (10) of
Article (2) of the regulations.

Secondly: The student may register in subsequent scholarship plans after meeting all the
conditions outlined in Articles (2) and (3) of the regulations.

Article (14)
Withdrawal

First: Student is allowed to withdraw before completing the registration procedures or before
arriving in the scholarship country, considering the following:

1. The withdrawal decision may not be reversed after it has been issued.
2. The student may register for the subsequent scholarship plan after fulfilling all the
conditions mentioned in Article (2) and (3) of the plan.

Second: The student is allowed to withdraw during the study period, if he repays the expenses
that will result from the withdrawal decision, in accordance with the applicable rules and
regulations.
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Article (15)

Conditions to Join Scholarship or Grant

First- Student can apply for scholarship or grant when he meets the following conditions:

1- Must be Kuwaiti Citizen.

2- The student's age must not exceed 25 years at the time of application.

3- The applicant must be continuing his studies and not have an interruption for more than
one academic year when applying to join scholarship.

4- Must have a high school diploma or its equivalent according to conditions mentioned in
Article (3) of the regulation, and the student is not required to obtain (AS- LEVEL) or (A-
LEVEL)..

5- May not hold a bachelor’s degree or its equivalent.

6- Not employed by any governmental agencies while applying to join scholarship.

7- Student’s major must be included in the scholarship or grant plan in the same school year
in which he/ she at the country of study at one of the institutions approved by NBAAQ.

8- Provide the Cultural Office and the Ministry with his/her study plan showing the number
of required credits distributed on semesters or study years.

9- A student is allowed to change the intended major according to the conditions stated in

Article (9) of the regulations.

10- Joining scholarships will take place at the beginning of the school year or during the first
and second semester. Joining scholarships is not allowed during summer semester, while
providing proof of being promoted to the next level.

11- Student may join study grant if he is accepted in one of the granting countries and meets
the conditions of the grant provided to the State of Kuwait by that country, the grant must
be for the academic year for which he is applying.
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12- It is permissible to include a student enrolled in one of the merit programs or at one of the
merit educational institutions in a major is not included in the ministry’s scholarship plan,
in accordance with the regulations stated in Article (17).

Second - 1t is permissible to include students studying at universities that follow the
annual system in the following cases:

1- To pass the first academic year or the preliminary year successfully and obtain an
admission for the next year.

2- Successful completion of the second — level Frensh Studies Diploma ( Deuxieme
Degree) with at least a (fair grade- Assey Bien) and obtain an admission to the first year
of university studies.

Third - Conditions to join universities that follow an approved credit hours system
1. Student must complete (27) credits in the semester system or (42) credits in
the quarter system or its equivalent at the educational institution he is enrolled
in.
2. These credits must be earned at an educational institution approved by
NBAAQ in the same country.
3. Must maintain (2.5) GPA or its equivalent in other study system

Four - Students holding diploma from applied colleges may join scholarship according to

the following:
1. Must be Kuwaiti citizen.

2. The student's age must not exceed 27 years at the time of application.

When applying for a scholarship.

The educational institution must have accredited at least one academic year

from the Applied College Diploma, provided that the student has at least two

academic years remaining.

4. Must meet all ministerial decrees conditions regulated for degree equivalency.

5. Major must be on the Ministry scholarship plan in one of the scholarship
countries for the same year he began studies.

fad
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6. It is permissible to include a student enrolled in one of the merit programs or at
one of the merit educational institutions in a major is not included in the
ministry's scholarship plan. in accordance with the regulations stated in Article
(17).

7. Not employed by any governmental agencies while applying to join
scholarship.

8. Must pass the first year successfully in the yearly system, or complete (27)
credits in the semester system or its equivalent at the educational institution he
is enrolled, with (2.5) GPA or (55%) in the British system or its equivalency in
other study systems.

9. The student is granted the remaining duration of the academic program they are
enrolled in.

10. Joining scholarship will be at the beginning of the first and second semester in
the semester system and the beginning of the year in the yearly system, can’t
join scholarship in the summer semester, taking into consideration the date of
submitting the request and completing the required documents.

Article (16)
Conditions for Reinstatement in Scholarship or Grant

First-Student is allowed to apply for reinstatement after dismissal or withdrawal for one
time only if he/she meets the following:

1. Submit a request within two years from the date of the dismissal or withdrawal
decree, provided that the approved period for the academic program has not
been exhausted.

2. Reason for dismissal should not be disciplinary unless his reputation is restored,
and the disciplinary dismissal decision is cancelled.

3. Should not be employed by any government entity during the study period and
when submitting the request for re-instating.
4. Student’s field of study should be among majors offered by the scholarship

plan same year he was enrolled in and at the same country of scholarship in
one of the approved institutions by NBAQ.
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5. Minimum credits should be completed during dismissal period, (27) credits
for the semester system or (42) for the quarter system, or its equivalent in the
educational institution he enrolled, including 2 major courses, and from an
educational institution approved by NBAAQ in one of the scholarship
countries.

6. GPA no less than (2.5) or 55% in the British system or its equivalency in other
study systems.

7. Successfully pass an academic year in the yearly system during the dismissal or
withdrawal period.

8. Not applicable (French System).

9. Must not have been out of school for more than one academic year during
dismissal or withdrawal period.

10. The student is given the remaining duration of the approved study plan before
the dismissal or withdrawal, provided that the duration of the program to which
they wish to rejoin does not exceed.

11. The student shall be reinstated starting from the semester or academic year in
which they fulfilled the reinstatement requirements, taking into consideration
the request’s date and completion of documents.
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Article (17)

Merit Scholarship Program

First - Student is allowed to enroll in merit scholarship program according to the following:

1. Must meet all conventional scholarship requirements mentioned in Articles (2)
and (3) of the regulations.

2. The percentage should not fall below the minimum required for acceptance in
the ministry's scholarship plan for the same major listed in the country of
scholarship.

3. Must obtain an academic admission in a merit major at a merit educational
institution approved by NBAAQ.

4. 1If the student obtains acceptance in a major not listed in the scholarship’s
country. the student must meet the minimum announced percentage required
for registration in the scholarship plan in that country, except for medical
majors, in accordance with the regulatory decisions of the annual scholarship
plan.

5. Must abide by student’s duties mentioned in Article (4) of the plan.

Second: The student is allowed to change their specialty a maximum of two times during the
scholarship period. provided that the program is distinguished or the educational institution is
distinguished, in accordance with the provisions outlined in Article 9 of the regulation.

Third: The student's regular scholarship will be converted to a merit scholarship in the following
semester if they obtain academic acceptance in one of the merit programs or from an educational
institution listed in the NBAQ's recommended merit lists.

Fourth: The student's merit scholarship will be converted to a conventional scholarship in the
following cases:

1- If exhausted the approved program time, and not graduating.

2- If GPA dropped below (2.67) for student studying at an hourly educational institutions
system. or 60% in the British system or its equivalent in other study system.

3- If transfer to a non-merit educational institution and the major is on the ministry
scholarship plan. taking into consideration Article (9) of the plan.
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4- [f he/ she passes less than the minimum of the number of academic credits of the study
load for the first regular semester (if study is according to semester system). or passes the
yearly system, or its equivalent in other study systems.

5- If the student completed more than (2) courses and their labs in majors or educational
institutions not included in the approved merit listing.

6- If he exceeds the number of non-traditional allowed courses.

Fifth: - Student’s conventional scholarship can be transferred to Merit scholarship in the following
semester in the following cases:

1. Raise the GPA to (2.67) and above. or 60% in the British system or its
equivalent in other study systems.

2. Pass the minimum of the study load for two consecutive regular semesters
from the end of the semester in which the merit scholarship was cancelled (if
study is according to the semester system) or pass successfully the academic
year in the yearly system. or its equivalent in other study system.

Sixth: A student may be included in the merit scholarship program according to the following

conditions:

1. When they meet the requirements of the merit scholarship and the conditions mentioned
in Article (15).

The student is granted the remaining duration of their approved academic plan, provided
that the duration of the program they are being added to does not exceed the duration of
the program they are applying for.

Seventh: A student maybe re-instated in merit scholarship according to the following:

1- The student is granted the remaining duration of the approved academic plan before the
dismissal or withdrawal. provided that the duration of the program the student intends to
be reinstated into does not exceed the remaining duration, taking into account the
provisions of Article (16) of the regulations.

2-  The student must complete certain number of accredited units, not less than (15) credit
hours, with a cumulative GPA of no less than (2.67). or its equivalent in other academic
systems.

Eighth: The provisions stated in the regulations apply to all students admitted to the merit
Scholarship Program. as long as they do not contradict the provisions outlined in this article.
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Article (18)
Direct Scholarship Program

A Student who obtains final admission from one of the educational institutions approved by
NBAAQ is allowed to enroll in majors recommended by the Ministry in one of the scholarship
countries according to the needs of the labor market in accordance with the Ministry’s annual plan.
Taking into consideration the following:

1. Must meet all requirements mentioned in Article (2) and (3) of the regulations.

2. Commit to all student’s obligations mentioned in Article (4) of the regulations.

3. All items mentioned in the plan apply to all students accepted into the Direct
Scholarships Program, if they do not violate the items mentioned in this article.

4. Student must meet all the conditions announced by the Ministry according to its annual
plan for Direct Scholarship according to the majors needed in the market.
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Article (19

Advanced Medicine Program

First - bachelor’s degree holders are allowed to join Advance Medicine Program according to the
following:

1- Must be Kuwaiti Citizen.

2- Applicants’ age should not exceed (30) years old when applying.

3- Must have a Kuwaiti high school diploma or its equivalent in the scientific
section.

4- Must have first college degree only — Bachelor — (BSc — Honours) — or its
equivalent in one of the scientific majors (Engineering — Science — Allied
Medical Science — Pharmacy) with total GPA not less than:
= British and Irish system (2.1 Second Class Honours Grade)
=  American System (3.00)

"  Australian System (Credit)

= New Zealand System (very good)
®  Or (very good) in other systems.
=  Or its equivalent in other systems.

5- Must obtain a final admission (graduate entry) within a period not exceeding
four years from one of the educational institutions approved by the NBAAQ,
which the ministry sends students to in one of the host countries.

6- Must obtain the required score in TOEFEL or [ELTS or Placement Tests set by
the Ministry. must adhere to the registration conditions.

7- Must not be employed by any agency from the government agencies, or on
study leave or scholarship from any other agency.

8- Holders of (Master and Doctorate) are not allowed to apply for the program.
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Second - Student must abide by all duties mentioned in Article (4) of these regulations.
Third - Student is not allowed to change major in the Advanced Medicine Program.
Fourth - Student is not allowed to change scholarship country in the Advanced Medicine Program.

Fifth - All Items mentioned in the plan apply to students in Advanced Medicine Program
provided that they do not violate items mentioned in this article.

Article (20)
Field Training Program (OPT)

Students on scholarships who have graduated are allowed to join the optional training program at
their scholarship location according to the following conditions:

I. The cumulative GPA must not be less than (3.00) or its equivalent in other academic
systems.

2. The student must have completed their undergraduate studies (bachelor's degree) without

extension.

The training period should not exceed one calendar year.

The student must complete the training immediately after obtaining their bachelor's

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Article (21)

Master Program

First: Student is allowed to enroll in Masters’ program (2" College Degree) within two
academic years of obtaining bachelor’s degree according to the following:

1. If he/she completes the first college period without extension.
2. If he/she obtains a final GPA, with a total no less than:
= British and Irish system (2.1 Second Class Honours Grade 1)
*  American system (3.25)
= Australian system (Credit)
® New Zealand system (very good)
= Or its equivalent in other systems.
3. Ifhe obtains a Master admission in an educational institution approved by NBAAQ.
4. Master study plan not to exceed the approved study plan by the Cultural Office on time of

applying.
Second: Student must abide by all duties mentioned in Article (4) of this regulation.

Third: Student is allowed to enroll in Maximum of (2) non-traditional courses, and must abide
by the following:

1. Must provide the Cultural Office before enrollment with a statement issued by the
educational institution in which he is enrolled regarding the course and study system.

2. Obtain prior approval from the Ministry to enroll at the study location.

3. The course must be offered at one of the approved educational institutions, provided
with approval from the home school where the student is enrolled.
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Fourth - Student is not allowed to change major or study location in Master period after actual
enrolling in the program.

Fifth - Student is allowed to transfer to another educational institution approved by NBAAQ and
the ministry, after obtaining the Ministry’s approval, as long as it will not impact the graduation
date.

Sixth — A student is allowed for a master extension for one semester only after providing a letter
from the educational institution explaining the reason.

Seventh - Student will be dismissed in the following cases:

1- If failed.

2- In case of discontinuation of studies.

3- In case of failure to obtain a master's degree or graduation.

4- In case of withdrawal from the educational institution.

5- In case of exhausting the program duration without graduation.

Taking into account the provisions of Article (12) of the regulations, provided that these
provisions do not conflict with the clauses.

Eight - The abroad student is not granted master scholarship in the following cases:

1. Who exceeds the number of (6) non-traditional courses allowed in
Bachelor period.

2. Who studied courses concurrently in more than one educational institution
during Bachelor period.
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3. Who violates any items mentioned in the plan during Bachelor period.
4. Who obtained an OPT program.

Nineth - Items mentioned in this plan apply to Master students, except Item (3) — second from
Article (7) and do not violate items mentioned in this article

Article (22)
Children of Diplomats

First- Children of diplomats currently serving at Kuwaiti embassies and its affiliates

abroad, will be accepted within the ministry’s scholarship plan to obtain bachelor’s degree,

according to the following:

1) Continuation of diplomatic status of one of the parents, or the diplomatic status has not
been terminated for more than (10) years.

2) Applicants must meet all the conditions mentioned in articles (2) and (3) when applying
for medical majors.

3) If applying for non-medical majors, the applicant must meet all conditions mentioned
in Article (2) except Item (4), and apply all items mentioned in Article (3) of the plan.

4) Diplomat’s children are allowed to enroll in a community college for a maximum of
two years in the country of scholarship.

5) Item (1) of first of Article (9) of these regulations does not apply to children of
diplomats.

Second- All items mentioned in this plan will apply to all children of diplomats, and that
does not violate the items mentioned in this article.
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Article (23)

Leaves
First — Sick Leave:

The student is entitled to sick leave during the study period, provided that the Ministry
approve it, the sick leave request should not exceed one semester during the entire
academic period, must submit a medical report from competent authorities in the
scholarship country or from Kuwait.

Based on the Ministry’s approval, the student may be granted sick leave for a second time
only in critical and difficult medical cases that require hospitalization.

Second: Maternity Leave

The student is entitled to maternity leave for only one semester during the entire academic
period.

Third - Bereavement leave for a first-degree relative (Mother — Father — Son —

Daughter):

The student has the right to request emergency leave due to the death of a relative first-
degree, provided that the period does not exceed one week from the date of death.

Four- Spouse bereavement leave:

A female student has the right to request leave due to the death of her husband, provided
that the period does not exceed (4) months and (10) days from the date of death.

Fifth- Wife'’s death leave:

The student has the right to request leave due to the death of his wife. provided that the
leave does not exceed one week from the date of death.
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Article (24
Disciplinary Accountability

First — Violation Types:

1- Regulatory Violation: Everything related to violating the decisions and regulations
related to the student’s scholarship or grant, example (change major or education
institutions without approval — exceed the number of non-traditional credits).

2- Disciplinary violation: Everything related to violating the decisions and regulations in
Kuwait or abroad or any other country, example (acts that violate the regulations of the
educational institution in which he is enrolled, any behavior that could harm the
country's reputation abroad.

3- The type of violation committed is determined based on the Cultural Office’s
recommendation to submit supporting documents.

Second — Type of Penalties and Punishment

1- Disciplinary warning.

2- Hold of monthly allowance.
3- Freeze scholarship

4- Dismissal

Third - The undersecretary for the Ministry of Higher Education will sign the punishment, without
the disruption of his right to refer the criminal violation to the competent authorities in the country
to take appropriate legal action.

Fourth- The Undersecretary of the Ministry of Higher Education assigns whomever seems
appropriate to investigate the student in writing, if he does not appear at the appointed time for
investigation, his request to hear his statements will be dropped and he will be deemed to have
acknowledged the validity of the violation attributed to him.

Fifth- The student is allowed to submit an appeal to the Undersecretary of the Ministry of Higher
Education regarding the disciplinary decisions issued against him within one month from the date
of notification of the decision, the appeal will be considered and decided upon.
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Article (25)

Scholarship and Grant Student Allowance

First — Student is entitled to the following Financial Dues:

1. Bachelor student is entitled to (pre-travel) allowance to the scholarship location and
expenses related to that one time only, according to regulatory decisions.

2. Freshman student is entitled to a monthly allowance upon arrival to the scholarship location
maximum two weeks prior to classes.

3. Continuing student whose scholarship freezes due to delay in issuing the visa to the
scholarship location or to any other reasons beyond his control, will be paid (3) month’s
salary maximum.

4. Merit student is entitled to an additional award (50%) of conventional scholarship monthly
salary

5. Scholarship student (Bachelor study) will receive yearly books, clothing and equipment
allowance, according to the different study system and the duration of the original program.

6. Grant student will receive books, clothing and equipment allowance if the country does not
pay these allowances, according to decisions issued by each country individually.

7. Student is allowed field training in the scholarship country after graduation, will receive
conventional student scholarship salaries for one year maximum.

8. Student who is required to participate in mandatory field training outside the scholarship
country is entitled to the following, in addition to his monthly allowance:

a. Economy class ticket from and to the scholarship location.

b. Daily allowance of (50) KD or its equivalent in foreign currency for two weeks,
according to the exchange rate announced by the country where the training will
take place.

c. The designated fees for the training program.
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9. Student who is required to participate in field training in Kuwait is eligible for a monthly
salary, including social allowance (if any) for the spouse / children who are accompanying
him to the scholarship location, per [tem (8) of Article (5) of the rules and regulations.

10. Graduated students will receive (2) months’ salary not including any allowances or
bonuses.

11. Student whose scholarship is suspended until graduation will receive (2) months’ salary
upon completing graduation requirements, as long as his suspension does not exceed one
academic year.

12. Students who graduate and complete their studies before the end of the regular study period
by less than one academic semester will be awarded one month’s salary:

13. Master student will receive the following:

a. A one-way ticket to the scholarship country and a return ticket upon graduation only.
b. A conventional scholarship student salary during the bachelor level.

Second- The Ministry is responsible for all tuition fees incurred by the student's enrollment in the
educational institution, according to the listed rules, and is responsible for banking fees resulting
in transfer.

Third- The student who continues his studies will not lose his right to receive the monthly
allowance if there are compelling reasons that prevent him from joining the scholarship country
on the specified date and are approved by the Ministry, provided that the delay in joining does not
exceed (30) days, If it exceeds this time, he will lose his right to receive payment for the delayed
period, payment will resume after join scholarship location.

Fourth- Scholarship’s student will receive monthly allowance while granted sick leave for one
term only or its equivalent period in the annual system, it is also allowed to receive payment for
the second time only in difficult medical cases that require hospitalization, provided that the
conditions are met in item First from Article (21) of scholarship plan.
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Fifth- Monthly allowance to a female student who requests maternity leave during her academic
studies will continue for a period of three months only, one time during the academic studies.

Sixth- The student's right to claim allowances or stipends expire one year after the due date.

Seventh- The monthly allowance may not be stopped for any reason unless the student is officially
notified at least within one month prior to the hold.

Eight- If the student does not complete the required credits and does not register during the
summer to complete them, he must pay back the full summer months' allowances at the beginning
of the following academic year, at (25%) monthly rate until the debt is fully paid.

Ninth- If the student does not complete the year successfully (according to the annual system)
must pay back full summer salary, at (25%) monthly rate will be deducted until the debt is fully
paid.

Tenth- If the student withdrew from some credits after drop/add period, he must reimburse the
Cultural Office (25%) of monthly salary until the debt is fully paid.

Eleven- If a student is absent without a valid excuse for more than (20%) of the required
attendance in all stages (preparatory and academic), or if the student is absent for more than 14
consecutive days during a semester, according to various academic systems, the value of the
absent days will be deducted from the monthly allowances, with a deduction rate not exceeding
25%, until the entire debt is settled. Official holidays in the host country are exempt from this.
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Twelve- The student's monthly allowances will be deducted in the event of receiving consecutive
academic and disciplinary warnings as follows:

I. First warning: deduction of (15%) from one month salary only.

2. Second warning: deduction of (20%) from one month’s salary only.

3. Third and fourth warnings: deduction of (25%) from one month salary
only.

Thirteenth: The ministry does not bear the tuition for the non-traditional course if the student does
not comply with the conditions stated in clause (9) of Article (5).

Article (26)
Allowance for Scholarship and Grant student for the Accompanying Family Members

1- Social allowance, if it is confirmed that the spouse does not have a scholarship, grant, or
employment under any employment system. The right to social allowance is forfeited if
the spouse leaves the scholarship country for more than two months during the academic
year, whether continuously or intermittently, according to the regulated decisions.

2- Children allowance for each child, with a maximum of three children, according to
regulated decisions.

3- Social allowance paid for the spouse who requests maternity leave during her husband
study period the length of time should not exceed three months. one time only.
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Article (27)
Ticket

First: Travel tickets for scholarship and grant students:

1. A new student is entitled to a travel ticket allowance (economy class) to join the country
of study, disbursed before the start of studies.

2. A student is entitled to a round-trip travel ticket allowance and a cash allowance for a
maximum of 3 days if the university to which the student is being dispatched requires a
personal interview or entrance exams for the academic stage.

3. A continuing student is entitled to an annual trave] ticket allowance upon meeting the
academic success criteria according to the respective academic system. The right to claim
expires one year after the date of entitlement.

4. A student who transfers to another country of study is entitled to a travel ticket allowance
from Kuwait to the new country of study, provided that six months have passed since the
last travel ticket allowance entitlement.

5. Astudent is entitled to a travel ticket allowance (including for accompanying family
members) in the event of the death of a first-degree relative.

6. Upon graduation, the student is entitled to a final return travel ticket allowance.

7. A student who is dismissed or whose scholarship or grant has been suspended is not
entitled to a return travel ticket to Kuwait.

8. A student residing in the granting country is not entitled to a travel ticket to join the
country of study.

Second: Travel Tickets for Accompanying dependents:

1. The accompanying person (husband/wife) is entitled to a one-way travel allowance when
joining the scholarship’s country.

2. The spouse (husband/wife) and up to three accompanying children are entitled to annual
travel tickets, provided the student eligibility.

3. Travel tickets shall be granted to accompanying dependents in the event of the student’s
death.

4. Accompanying dependent is not entitled to receive the annual ticket allowance unless at
least six months have passed since the initial ticket allowance was received.

Third: The student’s right to make claims shall lapse one year after the due date.
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Article (28)
Companion Education Expenses

1. The Ministry shall cover the education expenses of the accompanying spouse only, excluding
any additional costs, provided that the education does not exceed the undergraduate university
level and that the spouse has not previously obtained an undergraduate degree. This support shall
be granted for a period not exceeding the student’s study duration. The Ministry shall also cover
the education expenses of children starting from the kindergarten stage, provided they are at least
four years of age.

2. The companion is subject to the duties of the student as outlined in Article (4).

3. In the event of the student’s dismissal, the accompanying person’s right to claim tuition fees
shall be forfeited.

Article (29)
Health Treatment Expenses

The Ministry shall be responsible for providing health insurance coverage to the insured
individual and their accompanying dependents, in accordance with the applicable health
insurance regulations governing students, scientific researchers, and field training students
outside the State of Kuwait.
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Article (30)
Financial Claims regulations for Scholarship and Study Grant Students

First: 50% of the financial allocations and allowances shall be recovered from the student in the
following cases:

1. Dismissal from the scholarship in accordance with the cases specified in Article (11) of
the Regulations.

2. Withdrawal of the student scholarship in accordance with Article (13) of the Regulations.

3. Dismissal or withdrawal of the student from master’s program.

The student and their guardian may request a suspension of the debt within one yvear from the
issuance date of the dismissal or withdrawal decree. provided proof of the student’s continued

enrollment in classes is submitted.

-The debt shall be reduced by 50% in the following two cases:

1. The scholarship student obtains an undergraduate degree a period not exceeding three (3)
years from the date of the dismissal or withdrawal decree, considering the duration of the debt
suspension.

2. The scholarship student obtains a graduate degree (master’s) in the same major for which they
were originally sponsored, within a period not exceeding one (1) year from the date of the
dismissal or withdrawal decree, considering the duration of the debt suspension.

Second: The student shall be exempted from debt in the following cases:

1. Issuance of a re-instatement, considering the duration of debt suspension.

2. The student obtains an undergraduate degree (bachelor’s) within a period not exceeding
four (4) years from the date of issuance of the dismissal or withdrawal decree,
considering the duration of the debt suspension.

Third: The financial allocations and allowances shall not be recovered in the following
cases:

1. Death of the student during the scholarship period.
2. Health or mental disability that prevents the student from continuing their studies,
according to reports approved by the competent authorities in the State of Kuwait.
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
